Chester inflict first Oulton Park

defeat in three years 
CHESTER Boughton Hall brought an end to Oulton Park’s three-year, 61-match unbeaten run in the ECB Premier League with a dramatic victory at Filkins Lane as the season reached its half-way mark on Saturday. 

 In a fluctuating encounter, Chester were restricted to a modest 145, skipper Steve Ogilby top-scoring with 45 while his opposite number Nathan Dumelow took 4-26 and Craig Williamson 3-27.  Plain-sailing for the champions?  Not this time as all but Ben Spendlove (54) of their top-order failed at 88-7, veteran Chester seamer and former groundsman Alex Kegg taking six of the seven wickets for 53 runs. With a doughty 33, tail-ender Chris Jones threatened to snatch victory, only for Trinidadian paceman Darren Cruikshank to return at 130-7 and dismiss the last three batsmen for seven runs, finishing with 3-18. 

 Chester are due to host Oulton Park again shortly in the quarter-finals of the Fred Graham Twenty 20 Trophy – having knocked them out in the semi-final last season. 

 Alderley Edge took the opportunity to surge 17 points ahead in pole position with a fine batting performance at Urmston where they were set to top the home side’s formidable 267-7, Ashwin Punja 116, Chris Watson 76, Jason Whittaker 5-76. In the event, Alderley coasted home with eight wickets standing thanks to a magnificent unbeaten 127 from Indian batsman Sohail Rauf and 91 by the dependable Alan Day.

 Alderley’s Oliver Newby received a late call to join the Lancashire squad playing Sussex at Hove and has not made sufficient appearances to remain eligible for the remainder of the season. 

Wilkinson leads Bowdon win

 Bowdon kept up the pressure in second place with a 20 points win at Heaton Mersey where they totalled 192 after opting to take first innings.  No batsman topped 50, but one of Lancashire’s Twenty20 stars Gareth Cross scored a run-a-ball 45, Richard Wilkinson 40 and Nick Murrills 38, while Danny Cranmer claimed 4-45. ‘Mersey were all out for 111, Matt Norbury 31, Wilkinson showing his all-round abilities with 5-29.

 Neston’s poor run continued when they lost by three wickets at Nantwich, now third. Neston declared at 208-9, Jack Smith 80, Nigel Davies 4-45, Glen Batticciotto 4-48 to which Nantwich responded with 210-7, Rod Doyle 41, Marc Debrabender 38 not out, Jon Farrow 4-60.  Wicket-keeper Andy Roberts claimed five victims for Neston, who have had a modicum of goods news with the restoration of four points deducted for a slow over rate.

 Hyde moved up to fifth with the comprehensive 100 runs demolition of Toft at Booths Park after declaring on 221-7, teenager Chris Tipper 119.  Cheshire left-arm spinner Danny Woods then demolished the Toft batting with a deadly 22 overs stint which earned figures of 7-54.

 Widnes kept Macclesfield in the relegation zone with a four wickets win at Beaconsfield road after dismissing their visitors for 143, J. Khojani 3-28, Danny Pascoe 3-41.  Tony Hurdley, 37 not out and teenagers Luke McCoy and Ben Williams, both with 32, ensured Widnes reached their target with time to spare.

POYNTON batsmen Brian Kingham scored his second successive century to set up a 149-runs, 25 points victory at Warrington for his side, whose chances of a First Division promotion place are improving. Kingham hit an unbeaten 115 and with Paul Slattery, 53 not out, posted a total of 248-2. This was too much for the men of Walton Lea, who were all out for 99, Chris Kirby 40, Simon Turner 5-35.

 Didsbury continue to set a hot pace at the top, collecting 22 points from their 97 runs win at Bramhall after posting 187, O. Driver 39, then dismissing Andy Hall’s men for 90. Promoted second teamer Driver followed up with a 5-13 return.

Cheshire beat Wales @ Chester in 1,587 run-glut

THE quality of the cricket currently being played in the County League was illustrated at Chester Boughton  Hall  from Sunday – Tuesday, June 22 –24 when Cheshire beat a strong Wales side by four wickets in a run-blessed Minor Counties championship match.

 There were questions asked about the bowling on Day One, however, when a Wales team comprising eight Glamorgan contracted players, ran up a massive 406-8 in their 90 overs, the four wickets taken by Nathan Dumelow (Oulton Park) costing him 141 runs.

 Cheshire replied on the second day with an admirable 398-8 declared, Oulton’s in-form Ben Spendlove hitting a magnificent 145, skipper Andrew Hall (Bramhall) 55 and  Hyde skipper James Duffy 53.

 Wales were 226-5 overnight ion their second dig, leading by 234, but a fine burst of left-arm pace bowling by Bowdon’s Adam Syddall who claimed 6-67 and Tom Young (Hyde), 2-44, restricted them to an all-out 337, leading by 345. 

 Wales lost the services of  highly-rated pace bowler Jimmy Harris who was called to Bristol to play in a Twenty20 game for Glamorgan against Gloucestershire.  Cheshire took advantage and paced their chase of 346 runs in 85 overs perfectly.  Hall led the way with a masterful 90, Duffy adding 56, and when the innings declined to 211-6, the depth of the batting was illustrated by an unbroken 135 partnership between Danny Berry and Matt Dawson which carried Cheshire home by four wickets with 10 overs to spare.  Hyde’s Berry hit 81, his highest county score, and Bramhall wicket-keeper Dawson 58

 A total of 1,587 were scored for the loss of 33 wickets on a perfect wicket in three days of good, competitive cricket and Chester chairman Jim Law and his staff deserve plaudits for the first-class appearance of the ground.

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June 21st postscripts

THE important Premier League clash between Bowdon and Alderley Edge at South Downs Road, which ended early due to rain, was played on a pitch marked below standard by the umpires.  What’s more, captains Steven Bramhall and Mark Walker jointly reported: “It is unfortunate that such talented cricketers should have to play on such a poorly-prepared pitch which offered highly uneven bounce throughout”.

 The Urmston v Toft premiership result was not telephoned in by 9 p.m. and missed the Press Association deadline (£15 fine). The umpires &captains gave incorrect points for this match which should have been Toft 11 (not 9) Urmston 8. 

 The Didsbury v Timperley result was not telephoned until after 9 p.m. and incurs a £15 fine as does the Bredbury St. Mark’s v Winnington Park result in Division Two.

 Matches which had only one umpire standing were Bollington v Birkenhead Parl (Shallcross); Cheadle v Upton (Ogden); Christleton v Cheadle Hulme (Wellsteed) and Stockport Georgians v Marple (Silver); 

 Not all umpires are deducting sufficient overs for late starts.  One game in Division Two began at 2.27 p.m., but had only six overs were deducted. The regulation states that in the event of a delayed start two overs must be deducted from the total (110 or 100) for every seven minutes lost.   

 A regulation still causing confusion among some captains and umpires is the one which states that where weather conditions affect a game after the start of play, the first 30 minutes of aggregated playing time shall be discounted.  This does not mean 30 minutes in either innings, but a total of 30 minutes throughout the match. 

 All umpires assessment cards were delivered on time to coordinator Ken Spilsbury..
