DEATH OF HUGH DE PREZ

NEWSLETTER regrets to report the death on Wednesday, July 9th of former Warrington, Alderley Edge and Cheshire cricketer Hugh de Prez, at the early age of 56.

 Born in November, 1951, Hugh was the grandson of legendary Warringtonian George Duckworth, who kept wicket for Lancashire and England for many years. Hugh, who played in the league since its inception season in 1975, also plied his canny off-breaks for Cheshire between 1970 and 1989.

 After retiring as a player he became a member of the County League umpires’ panel and was highly regarded for his judgement. Unfortunately illness had prevented him from officiating since the end of the 2006 season.  

 The Alderley Edge and Warrington players and their opponents observed silences before the start of Saturday’s games. 

 The family expect that his funeral will be at Walton Lea Crematorium during the week commencing Sunday, July 20th.  Details to follow.

Nantwich halt leaders’ gallop

LEADERS Alderley Edge had their gallop halted by Nantwich in a rain-reduced ECB Premier League programme. 

 They didn’t lose much ground because principal challengers Bowdon failed to make a start, third-placed Hyde only managed eight draw points at home to Macclesfield and champions Oulton Park scrambled a 10 points draw at Neston.  

 After Alderley Edge had declared on 172-8, skipper Mark Walker 64 not out, Jamie Warrington 3-60, Nantwich gave the top dogs a shock with a reply of 175-7 with 10 balls remaining, their run chase being led by debutant Justin Granger (39), newly signed from North Staffs. & South Cheshire League club Checkley, who had earlier snapped up five slip catches. Jason Whittaker toiled unsuccessfully for Alderley with 4-69 off 22 overs.

 Bowdon stay second despite having their home game against Chester Boughton Hall rained off and Oulton Park trail at fifth and look likely to relinquish their title.  They were outplayed at Neston who rattled up 196-9, Aussie opener Jack Smith continuing his fine form with an innings of 87, while Nathan Dumelow took 6-60.  Oulton hung on at 153-9, Dumelow 54, Graham Rickman 4-38, Chris Finegan 3-56.

Macc fighting hard

 Fighting hard against relegation, Macclesfield improved their chances with a winning draw at Hyde in a game reduced to the bare minimum 70 overs after heavy showers in the Pennines. Macclesfield declared on 170-8, Khalid Sawas 70, Danny Berry a splendid 6-28. Hyde recovered from the shock of 5-5 to close on 131-8, Glyn Peacock 52, Rob Woolley 43, James Hawley 3-17.

 Toft eased further away from the drop zone with a 26 runs win at Heaton Mersey where they posted 149, Brenton McDonald 5-39. ‘Mersey were dismissed for 123, Aussie leg spinner Josh Bean taking 5-50.

CHESHIRE lead the Minor Counties West division table by 18 points at the half-way stage after their rain-ruined draw with Oxfordshire at Alderley Edge from Sunday – Tuesday, July 6th – 8th.
