THE victory achieved by relegation-threatened Macclesfield against title-chasers Bowdon was the key result in the ECB Premier League on Saturday. .

 “Given the difficult circumstances we have endured as a consequence of our geographical location, we suspect we are doing OK. We are now working with the Manchester Cricket Development Group and their CEO Joel Alderson and ultimately our accreditation will be decided by Bobby Denning, the Cricket Development manager working for the Lancashire Board.

 We are having weekly meetings with Joel and have all necessary courses and administrative paperwork complete.  We have started working on the Play Cricket-based development plan. Fundamentally, we see no reason why our evidence file should have any issues and then we will need to pass the site visit.

 We have explained to Mr. Denning that there will not be many children available between now and the beginning of September as school holidays clearly impact in this area.  He suggested an understanding of this.

 We believe the biggest issue to be the availability of Mr. Denning to actually attend our club as he is very busy.  We are trying to break down this problem, one we experienced in 2005 when we earlier sought accreditation.

 Basically, there would appear to be little reason we should not have Clubmark by the end of September.  Other clubs we have spoken to within Cheshire are being very helpful and we have compared our files and processes with and things seem to be fine.

 However, we are genuinely concerned that, due to geography, we are not on a level playing field when it comes to how the accreditation is ultimately judged”.
