Bowdon blitz champions

CHAMPIONS of the ECB Premier League for the past three seasons, Oulton Park have fallen from grace in recent weeks, but there has been nothing to equal their 10 wickets eclipse by title-chasing Bowdon at Little Budworth.

  Chasing Park’s formidable 213-8 declared (Danny Leech 69, Nathan Dumelow 61, Gareth Edwards 4-49), Bowdon went on to win by 10 wickets. Richard Wilkinson contributed a blazing 143 and Carl Hey a more sedate 66 as Steven Bramhall’s men knocked off the runs without loss in 37 overs to claim a maximum 25 points return. Ben Spendlove went for 52 runs off 6.4 overs, Ben Gough 39 off five and Craig Williamson for 33 off four as Oulton suffered their third league setback in six weeks, allied to dismissals from the Fred Graham Twenty20 Trophy and the Cheshire Cup – and that after more than three years without a defeat.

  Bowdon, however, failed to make up ground on leaders Alderley Edge, who squeezed a last over win from a visit to improving Macclesfield, who posted 213-5, Nathan Allen 63 not out, Rob Porter 53.  Lancashire’s Simon Marshall master-minded Alderley’s reply with a chanceless unbeaten 125 after coming in at 17-2, his innings coming off 148 balls. He was helped by skipper Mark Walker (34) as Alderley won by five wickets with just three balls to spare.

Jamie Warrington takes 8-94 as Dabbers stay third

Nantwich stay third after a 56 runs win at Chester Boughton Hall, declaring on 262-5, Chris Simpson 97, Ray Doyle 89, Alex Kegg 3-89. Chester reached 206, Eddie Roberts ending one short of an unbeaten century.  Nantwich match-winner was paceman Jamie Warrington with a magnificent 8-94 return off 21 overs.

 Hyde remain fourth thanks to a 103 runs home win over bottom side Heaton Mersey.  Hyde scored 249-6, with Cheshire left-hander Jamie Duffy blasting 130, M. Rehman 4-38, before ‘Mersey were sent back for 146, Cheshire spinners Danny Woods taking 3-26 and Danny Berry 3-30.

 Neston had a virtual walk-over against a disappointing Urmston side at Parkgate, dismissing their visitors for 73, Chris Finegan 4-28, Lee Dixon 3-6.  Jack Smith claimed 48 and teenager Andy Murphy 28 as Neston won by 10 wickets in little more than an hour after tea.

 Widnes had to be content with a 17-8 points draw with Toft after amassing 261-6 on a perfect batting strip at Beaconsfield road, Danny Naughton 91, James McCoy 64.  Toft had their last pair together at stumps on 179-9, skipper Andy Bones keeping his side afloat with an unbeaten 56 not out, while Naughton completed a good day with a 4-15 bowling return.

Oxton inflict Didsbury’s first defeat

WHAT could prove to be the season’s decisive encounter in Division One saw Oxton inflict the first defeat on Didsbury and take over top place.

  Didsbury subsided to a poor tally of 133, Paul Sperring 37, Tom Pierson 3-8.  A fine innings of 52 by Simon Stokes then saw the Wirral men home by four wickets to claim 25 vital points.  This completed an important 24 hours for Oxton who had beaten Nantwich the previous evening to reach the Twenty20 Plate final.

 Didsbury still look fairly safe in second place with Timperley 44 points behind in third spot after losing heavily at Poynton.  After winning their previous four games, Timperley were bundled out for 124, Jamie Maltman 4-27 and Poynton knocked them off for the loss of three men, Paul Slattery 49.

 Warrington regained form to beat Upton at Old Greasby Road, scoring 195-8 batting first, Andy Kirby 51.  Upton batsmen struggled to 132 in reply, Rob Batey 6-48.

 The situation at the foot of the table is interesting with Bramhall – last season a premier club – dragged into a four-way battle after a losing draw at Bollington, who continue to recover.  Bolly (11 points) declared on 198-7, Matt Dawson 43 not out and Bramhall replied with 168-8, Nick Cantello 57 (seven points).

 Bollington remain in 11th place level on points with Simon Hall’s Cheadle who looked anything but a relegation-threatened side at Christleton.  Cheadle posted 205-6 with a century stand between Aussie Dan Schuppan (79) and Mark Farrell (61). Without five regulars, Christleton skipper Paul Allen opted for the safety of an eight draw points with a response of 159-6, the skipper himself contributing an unbeaten 60. Cheadle have been handicapped by the shoulder injury which has prevented Schuppan bowling for the past six weeks. 

 Birkenhead Park remain in the relegation mix after pocketing only nine draw points at Cheadle Hulme where they were set to top 190-6, Richard Battye 60.  They got close at 188-9, Andy Gibson 90, teenager Gordon Potts taking 5-41.

It’s Grappenhall v Irby on Saturday 

IF Irby can return from Grappenhall unscathed next Saturday, they should go on to clinch promotion and win the Second Division title.

  Irby are currently 33 points clear of their mid-Cheshire challengers after registering win number 11 – more than any other club in the league – at home to Marple, who posted an impressive 217, Gary Cash 90, Dave Collyer 5-53.  Steven Hurworth hit an unbeaten 114 for Irby, who coasted home by seven wickets.

 Grappenhall took 25 points from their visit to Burnage, where they also won by seven wickets.  Burnage were bowled out for 193, R. Baig 32, Cameron Park 5-60 and Grappers made it at 194-3, Tony Brady 67 and Steve Titchard  63, putting on 142 in an unbroken fourth wicket stand.
