Wash-out for top

 two divisions

THE worst weather conditions of the season hit the League on Saturday with all matches in the ECB Premier League and Division One cancelled de to widespread rain and only two started in Division Two.

 The Premiership wash-out means Alderley Edge retain their 33 points lead over Bowdon at the top of the table with five games remaining.   Alderley would have been without leading wicket-taker Jason Whittaker for the visit of reigning champions Oulton Park following a one match suspension, now completed.  

In Division One Oxton retained their four points advantage over second-placed Didsbury at the top.  

Last-wicket pair foil Winnington

One of the two games played in Division Two saw bottom team Winnington Park foiled of a crucial victory at Tattenhall as they continued their bid to avoid relegation from the league for the first time since they became founder-members in 1975.  

 After being put in Park were bowled out for 105, Jonny Wales 26, Garry Forster 7-32.  Tattenhall were then reduced to 71-9 before club chairman Mel Dobson (25) and wicket-keeper Roy Sandford (9) knocked off the runs with an unbroken last wicket partnership worth 35, with Chris Walsh taking 5-44 and James Cowell 4-26.  Tattenhall thus collected 20 points and moved up to third place in the table to improve their promotion chances, while Winnington’s return was a meagre seven and keeps them at the foot of the table 26 points short of safety. Neutral judges may feel that unless they can beat fellow-strugglers Hale Barns at the Rec. on Saturday, skipper Dave Hine’s cause could be lost. 

 In the only other game started, Burnage were dismissed for 178 at Middlewich, another club seeking promotion, Mohammed Kamran scoring 65 and Syed Abbas 45, while Vishnu Bhardwa took 4-54 and Tom Gledhill 3-50. 

  Heavy rain prevented any further play, despite heroic work attempting to dry the square by home skipper Gavin Tomlinson and helpers. Burnage took 10 points to Middlewich’s seven.

Alderley Edge regain Graham Trophy …

ALDERLEY Edge won the Fred Graham Twenty20 Trophy for the second time in three seasons when they beat Bowdon by nine wickets in the final at Timperley on Sunday.

 It was an unusually one-sided game as Bowdon stumbled to 98-8, Antony Crozier 33, Simon Marshall 2-13, Jason Whittaker 2-22.  Alderley opened up with a 74 stand before Mark Currie fell for 39, Alan Day (40) and Sohail Rauf (21) easing their side home inside 16 overs to take the day’s main prize.

 Alan Day was named man of the match for his solid unbeaten innings which carried the Premier League leaders to their convincing victory.

 Alderley had been given a harder struggle in the semi-finals by Marple even though their Second Division opponents mustered only 96, Adam Newington 35, Sohail Rauf 3-14.  Alderley collapsed to 46-5 before Simon Marshall stood firm with an unbeaten 47 and skipper Mark Walker 16 to close on 100-5 with three balls left. Andy Greasley took 2-7 and Newington 2-24 off eight accurate overs.

 In the other semi-final, Bowdon recovered from a slow start to post 143-4, Carl Hey 47 – the joint top innings of the day - Richard Wilkinson 35, Matt Griffiths 2-24.  Chester were always behind the clock and closed on 121, Griffiths 25, George Robinson 24, Gareth Edwards 2-8.
