No play, but it’s

Alderley Edge’s title

AFTER one of the wettest September weeks on record, waterlogging prevented any play in the crucial game between Alderley Edge and Bowdon at Moss Lane, leaving Mark Walker’s talented ream undisputed champions of the ECB Premier League for the first time.

 Beaten only twice in 21 games, Alderley go into the final round of fixtures next Saturday leading by 36 points and cannot be caught by Bowdon, who must finish runners-up.

 While Alderley Edge lie second (to Bowdon) in the composite table of points recorded since 1975, the club’s only previous senior championship honours were in that first season, then to share the title with Bowdon in 1983 and win the First Division in 2000, after premiership cricket had been introduced.  Last season they finished sixth in the Premier League, 38 points behind champions Oulton Park

 The 2008 title-winners will be formally handed the Murray Smith Trophy and championship flag by League chairman David Humpage before the start of his club’s final game against Heaton Mersey. 

Macclesfield win and are safe

 Only one match was played in the premiership, Macclesfield winning by 57 runs at bottom club Heaton Mersey, a result which preserves Macclesfield’s status, but sends ‘Mersey back to Division One after one season in the top flight. 

 Winning the toss, Macclesfield were bowled out for 120, Tom Parfett contributing a crucial unbeaten 26, with Brenton McDonald taking 5-61 – taking his tally to 60 fpr the season - and Danny Cranmer 4-44.  The ‘Mersey batsmen were even more uncomfortable and were all out for 63 when number 11 batsman Owen Atkinson-Jones retired hurt. Macclesfield’s Aussie Nick Allen claimed 4-6 and Barney Cutbill, whose never-failing enthusiastic captaincy has had much to do with his side’s survival, 3-27.

 Urmston, whose game at Toft was one of the five called off, will accompany Heaton Mersey back into Division One in 2009.

Not a ball bowled in Division One

ALL six fixtures in the First Division were rained off, with seven points allotted all round.  This means that Didsbury and Oxton, level-pegging with 347 points and 10 wins apiece are both promoted, the title going to whichever gains most points in the final round next Saturday, Didsbury at Upton and Oxton at home to Poynton.  

  However, Didsbury still wait to hear if they have been granted Clubmark accreditation, without which they will remain in Division One, only Oxton going up. 

 The relegation issues are still unresolved with two out of Birkenhead Park, Cheadle and Bollington going down. With a slender lead of six points over the bottom two, Park visit Cheadle, while Bolly are at Cheadle Hulme. 
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GRAPPENHALL PROMOTED

IN the Second Division, promoted leaders Irby had their visit to Tattenhall rained off, leaving them needing two points from the final game at home to Hale Barns to clinch the title in their 60th anniversary season. 

 Led by Lancashire coach Steve Titchard, Grappenhall are promoted alongside Irby after banking 12 points from a rain-ruined game at Mobberley.  After the players had worked tirelessly for two hours to render a semi-waterlogged ground fit for play – Grappenhall even transported a squeegee from Broad Lane to help, Grappenhall were lucky to win the toss and bat. Ian Barnes cracked a rapid 73 and Richard Green 35 in Grappenhall’s 190-7 declared rattled up in 30 overs, Paul Burrell 5-50. Mobberley had reached a promising 88-3 in the 16th over in reply, Mike Lennon 28 not out, when a thunderstorm chased the players off.  Their dozen points haul ensured second place for Titchard’s team prior to hosting third-placed Tattenhall in the season’s final outing. 

 Founder members in 1975 during which time they never won a first team title, Winnington Park finally lost their league status after a seven wickets home defeat by Bredbury St. Mark’s.  Woeful Park were bowled out for 61, Graham Barlow taking 4-17 and Bredbury knocked off the runs in 22 overs, Chris Wood 29 not out.  

 Now with a 19 points advantage, either Bredbury or Hale Barns will accompany Winnington into the Meller Braggins Cheshire League in 2009. The odds are on Bredbury surviving as they host Stockport Georgians while Hale Barns must go to Irby. 

Park statement: no merger plans

 Following the club’s relegation, Winnington Park chairman Ian Johns has issued the following statement to Newsletter and the local press:

 “Following our relegation, the club are in the process of a rebuilding plan to bounce back stronger. Emphasis is on recruitment of both senior, under 18, 11 and under 9 players as well as coaching from fully qualified coaches, including an ex-full time professional.

 “The local rumour has spread talk of a merger, but I can say as a player and officer for the past 39 years that while we are disappointed to be relegated, this gives us an opportunity to rebuild with a nucleus of committed players and a well motivated group of under 17s. There has never been any discussion or consideration of a merger and WPCC will be competing in the Meller Braggins League next season and bidding to return stronger than ever.

 “In addition it is planned to promote a Midweek league in either 10 or 20 over format should there be sufficient interest.  Any local club interested or attending a meeting to discuss this should contact club secretary Geoff Wales on 01606 79094”.

  Park recently staged a club Ten10 competition which attracted a large attendance of past and current members including several Cheshire and high profile players. The final was won by a team captained by Phil Amatiello.  In addition, an Under 11 junior event was held between two sides.  It is planned to make this an annual event as well as the resurrection in 2009 of the legendary WP Junior Festival.

MELLER BRAGGINS CHESHIRE LEAGUE SECOND

PROMOTION SPOT STILL OPEN

A WEEK after Brooklands clinched the Meller Braggins Cheshire League First Division title and promotion back to the County League after a two year absence, the runners-up spot is still not resolved.

 While Brooklands (at Trafford MV) and second-placed Oakmere (at Mere) were both washed out on Saturday taking seven points each, Congleton scored a 25 points home victory over relegation candidates Runcorn to pull up within nine points of Oakmere.

 In the final round of fixtures next Saturday, Oakmere - never yet members of the County League - are at home to sixth-placed Ashley and need a maximum of 17 points to clinch promotion.  Congleton, who lost their league status only last September, go to Malpas (ninth) and will be hoping for a slip-up at Overdale Lane.  The top three

Overseas players in 2009

NANTWICH chairman Rob Sproston, a member of the League Cricket Conference executive, sends Newsletter the following extract from a new LCC information leaflet the section which involves the Cheshire County League being highlighted: 

 The Home Office’s Managed Migration system as it effects sports organisations comes into effect in November, 2008.  While the situation is now a little clearer, there are still some areas of concern to be addressed.  The position can be summarised as follows:

 We expect any overseas players engaged to play in the first-class game to enter under Tier 2.  Professional players engaged in the recreation game will enter under Tier 5.

 The Home Office have, however, introduced a Sports Visa which is available to amateur players wishing to enter the country to play for a predominantly amateur club.  This visa will be available from British High Commissions or Embassies.

 It is now necessary for clubs who are to engage professional players in 2009 or beyond to seek ‘sponsorship’; status. 

 It will be necessary for clubs to seek ECB support for their application and the process for this is currently being developed.
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Young NZ player seeks UK post

NOW teaching at Christchurch in New Zealand, former Oxton and Cheshire all-rounder Neil Cross writes to Newsletter to recommend a promising young cricketer who would like to play in the League in 2009.

 Says Neil: “He is a left-arm spinner and batsman who also fields well and plays for the same club as myself.  He is a member of the Canterbury Academy and has the qualities to become a first-class cricketer within a few years. He would just need some work and help with accommodation”.

WHEN Bowdon beat Heaton Mersey by two wickets in the Premiership, Brenton McDonald scored 90 not out in the losers’ total of 145, which was 58 per cent of runs, then took 4-61 off 15 overs capturing half the wickets which fell  in half the overs bowled….In Hyde v Toft game, access to the scorebox was denied to the scorer, Toft not having one …….Umpires Alistair Davies and Don Flanagan praised both teams’ sportsmanship in the Macclesfield v Widnes game and awarded both top marks (4).

 In Bollington’s home defeat by Upton in Division One, their first four batsmen scored ducks, followed by totals of  5 ,1,12 then another duck before last pair J. Hough scored 24 and M. Wood 37 taking the score from 37-9 to 97 all out. … Cheadle Hulme’s innings at Oxton was somewhat similar: three of their first five batsmen and the last two all failing to register.

 Damien Lewis (Tattenhall) completed 50 wickets for the season in his side’s Second Division defeat at Burnage … When Aussie Nathan Woods opened the batting for Irby chasing Mobberley’s 212-9 he was last out for 140 with the scores level. Greg Shillinglaw scored 51 not out, but all the remaining Irby batsmen were out for single figures …The Stockport Georgians v Winnington Park match was completed in 46 overs by 3.55 p.m. with tea taken at the end.  There were five ducks in the innings of Winnington, who had no scorer.
