Premiership batting spree

WITH two scores over 300, eight others topping 200 and five centuries recorded, batsmen  made hay in the ECB Premier League on Saturday. In six games, a total of 2,865 runs were scored for the loss of only 63 wickets, with the average score 238-5.

 The upshot is that Bowdon reclaim top place tanks to an impressive effort after tea at Filkins Lane where they chased Chester Boughton Hall’s 242-7.  Skipper Steve Ogilby cracked his second ton in six days with a contribution of 110, Jim Gillson 65, David Ball 3-79. Former Northern record-breaker Carl Hey, 97 and Stephen Ball, 89 not out enjoyed a second wicket stand worth 178 for Bowdon and with Lancashire’s Gareth Cross chipping in with an unbeaten 34, Bowdon won by eight wickets in the 37th over to claim 25 points.

 Dropping down to second, Alderley Edge had to be content with a 14-11 draw return at Nantwich after they had amassed 326-7, of which openers Alan Day 118 and Mark Currie, 104, put on a remarkable 228. Chris Hampshire took 3-83.

 The Dabbers reached 263-4 in reply, Rob Howell 75, Ray Doyle 56 not out and Chris Hampshire 41, while Glen Batticciotto chipped in with 46.   The elegant Aussie who has now hit 513 runs from six innings, three of which were centuries, is staying at Nantwich possibly until mid-July. Says Dabbers chairman Rob Sproston: “We suggested to the Queensland cricket authorities, who have given him a full-time professional contract, that Glen might do better scoring runs here rather than returning home early to do gym work and they have generously agreed”.  

 Lancashire’s Oliver Newby made his debut for Alderley in this game, scoring 22 and taking 0-63. His Old Trafford colleague Simon Marshall scored one run and had bowling figures of 0-43.  
Smith is Neston record-breaker

Neston equalled Alderley’s total with 326-4 after being inserted on the ground of champions Oulton Park, another prolific Aussie Jack Smith, scoring 150,  - his second May ton - David Hurst 76 and Lee Dixon 71 not out. Smith’s tally was the highest in a competivive game for Neston since D.D.L. Little scored an unbeaten 147 in a Liverpool Competition game against Ormskirk in 1948. Oulton were never likely to top that and closed on 210-6, Ben Spendlove 45, Jonny Kettle 41, with Chris Finegan earning 3-53 off 17 hard-working overs.  Neston took 15 points to Park’s eight.

 A typically flamboyant 115 not out by James McCoy helped Widnes record a six wickets win against Urmston at Beaconsfield road.  That was after being set to top Urmston’s 279-3, Chris Watson 79 and Craig Grindley 57 opening up with a stand of 128, while Ismail Dawood scored 75 and newly-registered Overseas player Ashwin Punja marking his return to the league with 56 not out.  McCoy dominated Widnes’ reply of 280-4 reached with nine balls left, aided by Tony Hurdley 54 and teenager Ben Williams 36 not out.

 Fresh from his trip to New Zealand Tom Parfitt, 76, top-scored in Macclesfield’s 203-7 at home to Hyde, Craig Melrose 50.  Hyde stumbled to 15-2, but recovered to win  by seven wickets with left-hander James Duffy slamming an unbeaten 83 and Chris Tipper 70.

FairPlay table to May 17

COORDINATOR of the Fairplay table which tracks the sporting (or otherwise) behaviour of clubs from umpires’ reports, John Lofthouse has produced his first monthly assessment to Saturday, May 17th . He comments: “We’re still in the so-called ‘peaceful’ period of the season, yet half the teams are below the mark of 3. It will be interesting to review the figures when the promotion and relegation issues are more defined”.

 A mark of 4 indicates that a team’s average behaviour has been exceptional, epitomising the true Spirit of the Game.
