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Clubs pay tribute to umpire Terry Hill

ALL 36 League clubs paid tribute to umpires panellist Terry Hill when they observed a minute’s silence in his memory before the start of Saturday’s 1st XI programme.

  Terry, who was 70, collapsed with a heart attack while standing with colleague John Silver in a T20 Plate semi-final between Bramhall and Alderley Edge on Tuesday last week.  Players of both sides, notably Nick Cantello, Matt Dawson, Jason Whittaker and Adam Worrall and several spectators tried desperately to revive him with first-aid but without success and after he was taken to Stepping Hill Hospital by ambulance he was pronounced dead on arrival.  

 The match was abandoned and Alderley Edge later beat Bramhall by a toss of the coin to qualify to play Nantwich in the final at Upton on Sunday, August 16th. 

 Following the issue of e-mail information about Terry’s death, many generous tributes have reached Newsletter about the Umpires & Scorers Association’s long-standing member, formerly a well-known professional fast bowler in the Lancashire & Cheshire and North Staffs. Leagues.  Here is a sample: 

 League chairman David Humpage:  What shocking news. Terry was one of our most colourful characters and his death is a great loss.  

 Andrew Newton (Nantwich captain): He was such a popular guy; an umpire you knew had played the game to a decent level and would give you a fair deal. His cricketing knowledge, stories and general presence in the middle marked him out.  He loved a few beers and a chat after the game.  A top bloke all of us can truly say it was a pleasure to have known. 

 Kate Branagan (Alderley Edge secretary): What a tragedy; please send me his partner’s address so I can let her know our thoughts.

 Ewan McCray (Cheadle Hulme captain): He was a player’s umpire every time and will be badly missed.  A true gent whom I respected greatly.

 Mike Bishop (Timperley captain): Terry was highly thought of by all of us here..   

 Umpire Chris Smith: Because of our mutual Macclesfield base we stood together many times and his observation and advice was always delivered sincerely, together with the inevitable quip or two.

  Ian Claridge (Bowdon): Please pass on my personal condolences to his family.  He was a good man and a great servant to the league. His family must have made great sacrifices to enable him to give such great service to the game over many years. 

 John Potts (Cheadle Hulme): I played against Terry as a young player in Staffordshire and have admired him as an umpire since.  He never ducked a difficult decision.  A real cricket man.

 Umpire John Lofthouse: The game of cricket and anyone within it who met Terry will miss him greatly. A proper cricket person with a laugh never far away.     

Andy Margeson (Cheshire Welfare Officer): I knew him for many years when he was proing for Bollington and we renewed our friendship when he umpired some Girls county games last year.

 Nicola and Mark Bennett (Heaton Mersey): Such sad news.  Mark and I are shocked and upset.

 Shaun Mudalige (Toft): I’m deeply saddened.  Terry was one of the best and most popular umpires in the league.  We especially liked his sense of humour.  He will be missed by all at Toft.  

 Umpire Peter Bolger: I played with Terry when he was the pro at Denton and always admired the way he played his cricket.  He was just as good as an umpire.  A fine man in every way.

 And lastly, umpire Sagir Parker with these good words: May God rest his soul in peace. I have always wondered if I would die on a cricket field doing something I loved most.  He believed in the adage that a healthy smile is worth the World.

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Rehman return lifts Widnes

MAKING his first appearance after a six weeks ban and the club’s disastrous 60 points penalty, former Pakistan Test fast bowler Ata ur Rehman returned to help Widnes beat title-challenging Oulton Park and move away from the relegation zone in the ECB Premier League.

 Oulton were dismissed for 205 (Rick Moore 39), Rehman taking 6-99 off 28 overs and Tony Hurdley 4-72.  Widnes topped that with a reply of 208-7, thanks to a fighting 46 not out from Luke McCoy after 41 by Danny Naughton.

 Bowdon stretched their lead at the top of the table to 10 points with a winning draw at Didsbury after declaring on 230-8, Carl Hey scoring a fine 101. Didsbury’s last-wicket pair defied Bowdon for five overs before closing on 157-9, Paul Sperring 47, Gareth Cross 5-40.

 Nantwich moved back into genuine title contention by winning at bottom club Macclesfield, who declared on 188-9, Paul Hughes 51 not out, James Warrington 5-71.  With former New Zealand Test batsman Lou Vincent contributing an unbeaten 78, the Dabbers coasted home by six wickets. 

Goodwin needs 19 for 1,000

A magnificent knock of 143 by Warren Goodwin  - leaving him to score only 19 to become the first league batsman to reach 1,000 runs - helped Chester Boughton Hall amass 292-6 in a high-scoring draw at Neston. Stan Clifford took 4-62 to help check the Chester run spree before his side replied with 225-7.  This innings was highlighted by a sparking knock by skipper Jack Smith who carried his bat for 108. 

 Hyde were too strong for Toft, their 176 runs win depressing the Knutsford side into the division’s bottom two for the first time. Teenage Cheshire batsman Chris Tipper (91) and Mike Morris (60) highlighted Hyde’s declared tally of 272-5, Aussie leg-spinner Josh Bean claiming 4-84.  Toft were rattled out for 96, Chris Hemmings 4-22, Danny Berry 3-48.

  Fast-improving Alderley Edge won by seven wickets at Oxton after restricting the Wirral men to 190-9, Ross Dixon 59, Peter Benson 52, Richard Wilkinson 4-53, Jason Whittaker 3-54.  With a solid 85 not out from Mark Currie and 78 by Sohail Rauf, Alderley coasted home at 193-3 with 13 overs to spare.

THE last unbeaten team in the league, Bramhall met their match when bottom of the First Division table Warrington beat them by the hefty margin of seven wickets at Walton Lea.
