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Sohail Rauf banned; champions

docked 35 points  

THE unauthorised appearance their Overseas player Sohail Rauf made as stand-in professional for Burslem in the Staffordshire Cup on Sunday May 10th has cost reigning champions Alderley Edge dearly.

 The League have invoked clearly set out regulations resulting in the suspension of  Rauf from playing in the League for the remainder of the season and the deduction of 35 points from Alderley Edge’s record. This comprises the 25 points gained from beating Nantwich in a Premiership match the following Saturday, May 16th and a further 10 for fielding an ineligible player. 

 Also according to rule, Nantwich have been awarded 16 points from that match, the difference between the nine they gained and 25. 

 Alderley Edge have given notice that they intend to appeal and pending a decision, there has been no amendment made to the league table.

CLUBS WARNED

All clubs are reminded that they must abide by Regulation 7 c ii which was agreed unanimously at the January management meeting and is printed in bold type on page 251 of the handbook. 

  It reads: ‘No player currently playing in the League may play in a league or cup game outside the League. Any player wishing to do so must apply in advance to the Cricket Committee for permission.  Failure to do so will render the player ineligible for future games in the League’.

SULMAN KHAN OWES MOBBERLEY

AFTER playing in the first four games of the season for Mobberley, Sulman Khan left the club without notice or clearing his financial commitments and played for Flixton in the Bolton Association on Saturday, May 16th.

 He thus did so while owing Mobberley his subscription and another debt and was consequently ineligible to appear for Flixton under League Cricket Conference regulations.

 The Bolton Association have been informed of the situation and are making arrangements for Khan to clear his commitments with Mobberley before he plays again. 
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BOWDON DISMISS 

OULTON PARK FOR 50

A WEEK after they rattled up 303-4 against Oxton, Oulton Park were routed for 50 at Bowdon and lost by nine wickets to the leaders for whom Lancashire paceman Steve Cheetham took 6-12. 

 It was the lowest total in the ECB Premier League since Bowdon themselves were bowled out for 37 by Urmston in July, 2007. Bowdon went on to win by nine wickets to retain their four points lead.

Alistair Davies tests your Cricket Law:  week 6

WHILE attempting to complete a quick single, the non-striker stumbles and falls to the ground, losing his bat in the process. The bat falls over the popping crease with the handle in front of the popping crease.  Just before the wicket-keeper removes the bails, the non-striker reaches out and touches the bat with his index finger.  There is an appeal.

 What should be the umpire’s decision? 

Reminder of Week 5 poser

How can a run be scored without a run being completed when a wicket is lost off the same ball, with the bowler claiming the wicket ……and all this with no fielder involved? 

ANSWER: A run is scored when a Wide Ball is called.  The ball, however, is not dead and the batsman can be out Hit Wicket.   (Law 25.5; 25.8).
