Alistair Davies tests your Cricket Law:  Week 8

THE striker hits the ball in the air and the fielder, in attempting a catch, inadvertently deflects the ball onto his protective helmet.  He then completes the catch and appeals.  The striker sets off for the pavilion.

Should the umpire allow the batsman to continue off or recall him?

Reminder of Week 7 poser:

A no ball is called.  The ball pitches, rears up and the striker ducks to avoid injury. The ball nevertheless hits him and rises into the air to land on top of the boundary board, placed on the white line marking, then rebounds into play.  What should the umpire award and signal?

ANSWER: Runs would be allowed as the striker was taking evasive action, but these would be recorded as no balls.  However, the ball has not been hit so a 6 cannot be recorded.  Only 4 runs should count, plus the one for the no ball making 5 no balls in total.
