BOWDON showed their ECB Premier League title credentials when they routed challengers Widnes for 69 at Beaconsfield road to go 23 points clear at the top of the table.

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ECB CHIEF AT TIMPERLEY MEETING

ECB Head of Recreational Cricket Operations Paul Bedford attended the mid-season meeting of the League management committee at Timperley on Thursday, June 11th.

 He explained that the ECB’s controversial £50 levy on clubs entering their own Twenty 20 competition would be reciprocated by £1,000 being made available in grants.

 Among the items he planned to discuss with Premier League chairmen at their annual meeting at Lord’s  on August 26th were:

  O Confirmation of the County League T20 champions hosting the new Cockspur Cup regional semi-finals leading up to the national final at Cardiff in late September; .

 O The possibility of introducing up to three breaks n play instead of one in Premier League matches;

O Splitting the League season in two by staging 11 x 50 overs straight win/ lose matches, followed by 11 x 110 over games;

O Restricting entry to the National Club championship to the top four clubs in the premier league and / or Cheshire Cup. 

O Introducing a limit on the number of Academy, Development, Scholarship and fully contracted County players registered by each club.

Warning for Burnage

Alistair Davies tests your Cricket Law:  Week 9

THE team batting first has totalled 243 all out. The score in the second innings is 67-7 with 18 overs still to be bowled.  The batsman on strike has persistently gone down the pitch prodding it after every delivery and holding up play.  After being advised by the bowler’s end umpire that he must be ready when the bowler is prepared to bowl, he does it again.

 What action should be taken, if any?

Reminder of Week 8 poser:

THE striker hits the ball in the air and the fielder, in attempting a catch, inadvertently deflects the ball onto his protective helmet.  He then completes the catch and appeals.  The striker sets off for the pavilion.

Should the umpire allow the batsman to continue off the field or recall him?

ANSWER: The striker cannot be caught off a fielder’s protective helmet, although in these circumstances he clearly believes he can.  The bowler’s end umpire should call and signal ‘dead ball’ to protect the batsman and answer the appeal not out.  The striker should be instructed to return to the middle, provided he had not left the field of play. See Laws 32.3 e; 27.7

My ‘hand holding the bat’ quiz answer two weeks ago has been queried. Tom Smith clearly stresses the word ‘holding’. However, looking at the MCC Open Learning manual does bring into question what exactly the word means.  A tricky one, this, with MCC not applying Tom Smith’s interpretation.
