 Sandy managed to draw up the 1st and 2nd XI fixtures and the Fred Graham T20 and Taylor Insurance 2nd XI cup draws before he was taken ill and these are currently being circulated.  Others League officers have undertaken to devise the 3rd XI league, Jack Gardner Cup and Over 40s fixtures. 
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T20 Finals Day at Warrington in 2010 on Sunday, August 8th
WARRINGTON have agreed to stage the League Fred Graham T20 Finals Day on their two fine grounds at Walton Lea next season.    

 The event has been brought forward to Sunday, August 8th, a week earlier than in the past.  This is to allow a fall-back date on Sunday, August 15th the last day by which the ECB have directed Leagues to complete their T20 competitions.

 The winners at Warrington will go on to represent the League in the Cockspur Cup Area Finals over the Bank Holiday week-end on Sunday, August 29th / Monday, August 30th.

 The next stage will be the Regional Finals on Sunday, September 12th (reserve date September 19th).  National Finals Day which features the four regional winners is on Sunday, September 26th and will hopefully again be covered live on Sky television.  The champions will not be offered the free Barbados holiday which 2009 winners Bournemouth recently enjoyed, but will receive generous cash prizes.

NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIP DATES

 The National Club championship in 2010 will be restricted to 256 clubs, with preference given to premiership teams. Provisional dates as follows:

 Round 1 by May 16; Round 2 by June 6; Round 3 by June 27; group finals by July 11; last 16 by July 25; Quarter-finals by August 8; semi-finals by August 22. The final will be on a first-class country ground – probably not Lord’s – on a date yet to be decided in September. 

  The 2009 winners were Chester le Street of the North-East Premier League, who beat Spencer (Surrey championship) in the final at Derby.  A national sponsor is being sought. 

Over 40s section up to 28 clubs

FOLLOWING the admission of New Brighton and Oxton and the return of Bowdon set against the withdrawal of Barnton and Christleton, there will be 28 clubs in Over 40s cricket in 2010..

 A meeting of club representatives at Warrington on November 4th agreed to continue the four groups format with a slight geographical re-shuffle which resulted in the following:

 Western group (seven teams: 12 games): Chester Boughton Hall, Irby, Neston, New Brighton, Oxton, Tattenhall Wreckers, Upton.

 Central group (seven teams: 12 games): Bowdon, Davenham, Grappenhall, Mobberley, Nantwich Cavaliers, Toft and Warrington .

 North-East group (seven teams: 12 games): Bowdon Vale Vikings, Brooklands, Cheadle, Cheadle Hulme, Sale Silverbacks, Timperley and Urmston.

 South-East group (seven teams: 12 games): Alderley Edge Wizards, Bollington, Bredbury Saints, Macclesfield, Marple and Poynton Legends.

  Fixtures will begin on Wednesday, May 5th and end on Wednesday, August 4th.   Ian Sharrock offered to devise the fixtures and has already done so.

RECORD 57 TEAMS IN SEVEN DIVISIONS

A RECORD 57 teams will play 3rd XI cricket in 2010 following the admission of seven newcomers, it was agreed at a well-attended special meeting of club representatives at Grappenhall on Monday, November 9th. 

 Saturday 3rd XI Division One will continue with 12 teams, Oxton 3rd and Upton 4th dropping into Division Two to be replaced by Cheadle Hulme 3rd and Brooklands / Sale Moor. Division Two increases to 11 teams with the admission of the newly-formed Oxton 4th XI. Results secretary Brian Boys is to draw up the fixture list and will endeavour to give Division Two teams 22 fixtures each. 

  While the Sunday set up has lost Alderley Edge who have opted to play friendlies, the admissions were approved of Oxton, who are switching their Sunday team from the Liverpool Competition, Alvanley, Cheadle 4, Cheadle Hulme 5, Warrington 5 and new associates Wistaston Village.

 Division 3 West (10 teams: 18 fixtures): New Brighton, Stretton , Oulton Park, Widnes, Winnington Park, Middlewich, Northwich, Ashley 3 and promoted teams Runcorn and Oxton (from Liverpool Competition).

 Division 3 East (10 teams: 18 fixtures): Didsbury 4, Romiley, Hyde 4, Hale Barns, Stockport Georgians, Bredbury 3, Marple 4, Ashton on Mersey, Cheadle 3, and promoted Cheadle Hulme 4.

 Division 4 (10 teams: 18 fixtures): Bollington, Woodford, Macclesfield, Mobberley, Nantwich 4, Ashley 4, Bredbury 4 and three promoted teams Prestbury, Elworth 4 and Sale 4.

 Division 5 (seven teams, 12 fixtures): Heaton Mersey 4, Bramhall 4, plus newcomers Alvanley, Cheadle 4, Cheadle Hulme 5, Warrington 5 and Wistaston Village.

 It is being proposed that 3rd XI Sunday fixtures should revert from 2 p.m. to 1 p.m. starts after the end of July.  Clubs will to be allowed to switch fixtures by mutual agreement to their opponents’ grounds without league sanction in the event of unfit pitches.

 The Jack Gardner Trophy will continue to be open up with mini leagues, several new clubs indicating their wish to enter including Alvanley, Hale Barns, Prestbury, Widnes and Winnington Park.  Further entries can be accepted by Mr. Boys up to November 30th. The first mini-league games may be played on the opening week-end of the season. The draw will be made on west and east geographical divisions. 

 Chairman David Humpage expressed concern at continuing reports of indiscipline in 3rd XI cricket. He stressed that captains and their senior players should be setting an example to their juniors on the correct way to conduct themselves. He also urged captains to try and avoid appointing juniors players to umpire for short periods.

Cheshire CCC seek to fill key post

CHESHIRE County Cricket Club hope to appoint a new secretary at their annual meeting at the Golden Pheasant, Plumley on Monday, November 30th, following the decision of Tony Percival to stand down after six years in office.

 The club accounts for the year 2008 show a loss of £1,213 compared with a larger one of £3,796 in 2007. Net current assets on November 30th, 2008 amounted to £103,424.

 Income for the year was £48,947 including receipts of £29,819 from the MCCA, £8,843 from sponsorship and £3,134 in subscriptions and donations.  Expenditure totalled £50,160 including £45,556 incurred in fulfilling 11 championship and cup matches

 If Cheshire win their group they will be at homer in the quarter-finals on June 13, then provisionally away in the semi-final on July 11t.h. No date or venue has yet been set for the final.

 Three-day championship fixtures (all Sundays to Tuesdays): June 6 – 8: Oxfordshire away; June 20-22: Wiltshire at Chester; July 4 – 6: Dorset away; June 18 –20: Berkshire away; August 1 – 3: Devon at Nantwich; August 15 – 17: Shropshire at Alderley Edge. 

 In the inter-divisional play-off the Western winners will host the Eastern champions over four days starting on Sunday, September 5th.

 The meeting was well attended by 45 members and officials plus guest speakers Mike Woollard from the Cheshire Cricket Board and Dan Musson of the ECB. They provided useful information on the role of Cricket Development Officers and outlined ways to access funding for major projects.

 CAG introduced two new initiatives for members, namely bulk loam purchasing for 2010 renovators and a new facility to access equipment for winter aeration.

BRAMHALL stalwart Richard Cragg reports on a memorable recent visit to the OSCAs (Outstanding Service to Cricket Awards) ceremony at Lord’s.

 Says the former Cheshire batsman, now Bramhall’s legendary groundsman: “It was a terrific day out with volunteers from Cheshire and throughout the country rewarded for their cricket work. We were all made welcome and were well looked after.  Bramhall were well recognised as both Peter Babbage and I won OSCA certificates. Peter who was not well enough to attend after his debilitating leukaemia and subsequent pneumonia, was given the special award of a custom-made cricket bat as a climax to a brilliant day after a moving speech by the North-West region’s ECB representative David Leighton, of Hyde”

 Richard continues: “David told his audience of Peter’s almost unbelievable recovery from illness at Christie’s Hospital last winter following a fall down his staircase at home.  I was honoured to accept the award on Peter’s behalf and obtained the autograph on the bat of Mike Gatting, Alistair Cook and Vic Marks“.

 He concludes: “Peter was astonished by the award and listened to the speech about him apparently open-mouthed at home in Offerton ‘live’ via my mobile phone placed in front of the loudspeaker at Lord’s”

Death of Roy Collins

THE sudden death has occurred aged 75 of former Lancashire and Cheshire all-rounder Roy Collins, who served a term as president at Didsbury.  

 Roy played for Lancashire from 1954-62 having been capped in 1961 after he scored a brilliant century against Somerset at Bath. 

 He later played as a professional for Leek, Blackburn, Rochdale and Lowerhouse, then as an amateur for Northern and Didsbury and also became a top-line coach. He played Minor Counties cricket for Cheshire from 1963-73, scoring 1,458 runs and taking 92 wickets.

  Manchester born and bred, Roy worked for a textile company in his early days, then set up his own insurance company with his wife, Doris, who is Lancashire CEO Jim Cumbes’ wife’s sister.  It was while returning home from a theatre visit that he was taken ill, later dying in hospital. 

 His funeral is at Southern Cemetery Crematorium on Wednesday, November 18th at 2 p.m. followed by a wake at Old Trafford.  Donations to British Heart Foundation. 

 O THE funeral took place at Radcliffe on Monday, November 16th of John Schofield, 79, a former chairman of the League Cricket Conference (and a Bury Grammar School old boy). 
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IN BRIEF ……

OVERS LIMIT RELAXED:  ECB have relaxed the rules restricting the number of overs to be bowled by teenage fast bowlers in recreational cricket in 2010. 

 Bowlers under 13 will be able to bowl five-over spells with a total of 10 in a day.  Under 14s and Under 15s six over spells and 12 in total; Under 16s / 17s / 18s / 19s can bowl spells of seven overs, with a maximum of 18 in a day. 

BALLS DEADLINE. Clubs must advise League Treasurer Brent Wilkinson by the end of November if they wish their cricket balls supply to be altered in 2010.  Unless they do so it will be assumed they require the same quota as in 2009. The balls will be distributed at the management meeting in April, 2010. 

LEAGUE GOLF. Cheadle’s proposal for an annual League Golf Day has been approved by the management committee.  Cheadle plan to stage the first event in April, 2010, the money raised on the day to go partly to charity and also to help  finance the club Under 18 tour to Barbados in August next year which is expected to cost up to £30,000. Cheadle are to write to all league clubs inviting them to take part, suggesting teams of four.  

BOB SEEKS BREAK.  The Cheshire Clubs Cricket Committee are in need of a new secretary for 2010 following the decision of Bob Cunningham to stand down.  Inquiries to chairman David Humpage. 

CLUB NEWS  ……..

ALDERLEY EDGE have withdrawn their Third XI from the League Sunday set-up in 2010, due to difficulties of player-availability, eligibility and travel.  They plan to arrange a series of friendlies against local opposition.

Off the cricket field …..

DUNCAN BELL, the former Sale rugby union prop and Brooklands cricketer, played for England in their 15-9 victory over against Argentina at Twickenham on Saturday.  Now at Bath, Bell, 35, had several useful seasons at Brooklands while at playing for Sale in the late 90s and has since moved around via Ebbw Vale, Pontypridd, London Irish and Harlequins.
