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Two weeks gone … and

only two 100 per centers

TWO weeks into the new season and 2009 Premier League and Division One champions Oulton Park and Urmston are the only premiership clubs to register two victories.

 Oulton Park beat last season’s ECB Premiership runners-up Bowdon by the comfortable margin of four wickets at Little Budworth after restricting their visitors to a laborious declared tally of 203-8, skipper Carl Hey 64, Stephen Ball 43, while Guy Emmett laboured prodigiously uphill to return 5-66.  With Lancashire paceman Steve Cheetham setting some problems, Oulton’s reply was in the balance at 50-3, but the experience of Ben Spendlove (66) and Nathan Dumelow (44) pulled them through to pocket 20 points.  Apart from Cheetham (3-67), Bowdon’s attack also looked ordinary and they will be alarmed at losing both opening games.

 Urmston, who had defeated Bowdon seven days earlier, pulled off a fine 60 runs victory over Nantwich at Moorside Road after running up 235, Craig Allison 53, Chris Watson 47, Lou Vincent 4-68.  Former New Zealand Test all-rounder Vincent was also in cracking form with the bat, scoring a magnificent unbeaten 121. Unfortunately, he had little support, the other 10 batsmen totalling 54 against Urmston’s Jimbram Khan, who returned figures of 6-46.

Brad Rasool’s brilliant 154 in vain

A brilliant innings of 154 not out by their top Sydney grade batsman Brad Rasool failed to save Neston from a derby defeat at Oxton in a match which realised 567 runs for the loss of only 13 wickets.  Rasool had good support from Andy Roberts, 51 not out, in his side’s impressive declared tally of 282-6, Chris Cunningham 3-31.  But Oxton set about their task with relish led by the Dixon brothers Lee (70) and Ross (52) before Mark Rowland weighed in with a vital 37 to see his side home by three wickets at 285-7 with three overs left.  James Hawley took 3-74 for Neston, who had the considerable consolation of 14 points. 

 Before setting off to run in the London Marathon next day, Oxton team manager Gary Dixon commented: “Rasool’s innings was among the best I have ever seen at this level, but Oxton replied positively and were rewarded.  What a game!”

 Chester Boughton Hall improved with a smart 36 runs win against Hyde at Filkins Lane.  After posting 234-8, Warren Goodwin 53, Ollie Law 50 not out, Danny Cranmer 4-90.  CBH’s promising teenage spinner Jack Williams went through the strong Hyde batting with a 6-65 return aided, as ever, by veteran Alex Kegg, 4-58.

  Promoted Bramhall registered a handsome 101 runs win at Didsbury after collapsing from 91-1 to all out 198, Matt Dawson 74, Paul Sperring 4-47.  Didsbury were reduced to 7-4, then 32-7 before being bowled out for routed for 87, off-spinner Simon Wilkinson doing the main damage with 5-31. Johnnie Fawcett was unlucky to be on the losing side with 3-48 and 30 not out contributions. 

 Looking a better team this season, Toft outpointed Alderley Edge 17-11 in an entertaining drawn game at Booth Park.  New skipper Toby Drummond scored 83 in Toft’s 269-7, after which Alderley clung on with their last pair at the crease at 233-9,  notably Paul Manton with 39 not out.  Earlier Mark Currie, 70, had looked in prime form. Jamie Lomas again starred with the ball with 5-57 for Toft.

Alistair Davies’s Umpiring Quiz: Week 2

The striker plays at a ball that has pitched outside his leg stump, but misses and the ball, which would not have hit the wicket, touches him on the back leg.  Turning round, the batsman sees the ball roll gently towards his wicket, tries to knock the ball away with his bat, but in doing so, flicks it onto his stumps dislodging the bails. There is an appeal. 

 What would you expect the umpire’s decision to be?

WEEK ONE REMINDER:
The wicket-keeper misfields a ball not previously touched by the striker and it rolls towards the protective helmet placed behind him. The keeper goes to retrieve the ball which he again misfields and it makes contact with the helmet, by which time the batsmen have crossed for a run. This time the keeper retrieves the ball and throws it at the stumps, dislodging the bails, with the non-striker out of his ground. Is the non striker out and how many runs should be scored?

ANSWER: The ball coming into contact with the helmet placed on the ground constitutes illegal fielding and the ball automatically becomes dead.  Therefore, neither batsman can be out. The batsmen have crossed at the time of the act so one run is scored, plus the five penalty runs for illegal fielding, making six runs in total.
