Edge keep up pressure with

double century stand

A MAGNIFICENT unbroken double century stand between Richard Wilkinson (114) and Mark Currie (82) carried Alderley Edge to a handsome nine wickets victory at Nantwich and kept them in second place in the ECB Premier League.

 On a boiling hot day when four approved drinks breaks were augmented by many unofficial gulps taken on boundary edges throughout the league, Nantwich posted a daunting 206-9, Rob Howell 60, Rob Cook-Sievwright 51, Jason Whittaker 4-52.  When opener Mike Day went cheaply, Alderley faced a possible struggle, but Wilkinson and Currie swept them to a nine wickets victory to claim 20 points and remain hot on the trail of leaders Neston.

 The Parkgate side had their depth of talent tested in a lower scoring game at South Downs Road where Bowdon struggled to reach 153, Stephen Ball 35, against the bowling skills of  Chris Finegan 4-47, Paul Stimson 3-16 and James Hawley 3-36.  Neston’s batting line-up has been considerably weakened by the decision of Overseas player Brad Rasool to move to the Devon League and not be replaced, according to League rule. With skipper Jack Smith going cheaply, Neston slumped to 36-4, but found the man for the occasion in hard-hitting left-hander Chris Hackett. He smote an unbeaten 75 to carry his side to a three wickets win and 25 points against the accuracy of Adam Syddall 4-49.  Bowdon were denied the services of Steve Cheetham when he was withdrawn overnight by Lancashire. They need him.

 Hyde registered their first win and inflicted stumbling champions Oulton Park’s third successive defeat at Little Budworth.  Skipper James Duffy topped treble figures for the third time, his unbeaten 106 playing the lead role in a declared tally of 285-4, aided by 62 from Park ex Danny Leech. Oulton had a real go and Ben Spendlove batted magnificently for his 88, but the remaining batsmen succumbed to the sustained pace of left-hander Tom Young who returned his best figures of the summer with 6-89 off 23 unchanged overs in an all out tally of 232.

 Toft lie third thanks to a four wickets home win against Chester Boughton Hall, who could not have been fearing defeat when they declared on 265-4 with half centuries from Steve Ogilby, Ollie Law, Trevor Fabien and Maroof Khan.  But Toft did even better as Andy Bones 91 and Shaun Mudalige 86 not out, swept them home 

 Oxton’s strong batting carried them through by six wickets at home to Bramhall, whose defeat drops them to bottom place. Andy Hall top-scored with 71 as Bramhall reached 205 in 60 overs, Mark Rowlands 4-61. Oxton came out blazing and with 61 not out from the in form Lee Dixon and 53 by all-rounder Rowland they were home and dry with five overs to spare.

 There was a tight finish at Urmston before the Moorside Road side claimed a winning draw at 14 points to nine against Didsbury.  Adam Landry top-scored with 67 in Urmston’s 209-8 and Didsbury eventually needed 12 off the last over, settling for 199-8, Nick Anderson 53, John Fawcett a vital unbeaten 39.

Week 6: Umpires quiz by Alistair Davies

LAST WEEK’S QUESTION: A delivery pitches outside the line of the off-stump, then hits the striker on the front leg, which is outside the line of the off-stump. The batsman is attempting to hit the ball through mid-off.  In the umpire’s opinion the ball would have hit the wicket. There is an appeal ….what should be the umpire’s ruling? 

ANSWER: As the point of impact was outside the line of off-stump and the striker was attempting to play the ball, he would not be out lbw. Law: 36.1 d ii

THIS WEEK’S TRUE POSER:  In a recent 4th XI game at Timperley, a Stockport batsman hit the ball towards the boundary. The chasing Timperley fielder noticed a second ball on the ground and had every chance of stopping the original hit, but the two balls collided with the match ball diverted over the boundary.  Timperley called ‘dead ball’, which was recorded, but the batsman claimed a boundary. Who was right?

 Alistair says: The only possible outcome I can reach is that as the second ball was not an agreed obstacle on the field of play, it had no bearing on the outcome. Therefore, as the match ball went over the boundary, it should be recorded as a four.    See Laws 3.4 and 19 regarding obstacles agreed before toss.

Alistair adds: The following happened in an Upton v Cheadle Hulme 2nd XI match recently: A bowler, running in and having informed the umpire he was delivering right arm over, jumped across the wicket as he passed the umpire between the return and popping creases and bowled the ball effectively round the wicket. The standing umpire stated that this was a legal delivery. 

 He was incorrect: this was a No Ball, as the bowler had altered his bowling action before the ball was delivered.
