Last ball win at Chester lifts Urmston

CLOSEST finish of a rained-spoiled day in the ECB Premier League kept the Filkins Lane crowd on tenterhooks before Urmston beat Chester Boughton Hall with a boundary four off the final delivery to pocket 25 points and move into third place. 

  In a game reduced to 62 overs, Chester Boughton Hall posted 153-9 in a truncated innings, skipper Jim Gillson top-scoring with 31, while Sean Clarence took 3-40.  Urmston collapsed from 94-0 (Clarence 72, Mike Ness 28) to 153-7 with one ball remaining in the face of superb bowling from Maroof Khan 3-41 and Alex Kegg 3-42.  

 But the Urmies claimed a maximum 25 points return to Chester’s 14 with their last gasp runs to win by three wickets   Chester fielded newly-arrived Indian all-rounder Ajit Ranjan from Delhi.

 Neston stretched their advantage to 32 points at the top of the table with a maximum return against struggling Nantwich at Parkgate, Cheshire paceman James Hawley helping to dismiss the struggling Dabbers for 98 with a superb 6-25 return.  

 Against fiery pace bowling from Jimmy Warrington (4-40), Neston’s reply was sketchy, but 26 not out from Chris Hackett and 25 by Wayne Greve saw them home by five wickets with an over in the locker.

  Alderley Edge remain firmly esconced in second place thanks to a highly impressive 10 wickets win at Bramhall, who have not yet settled down on their return to the top flight. .  Bramhall closed on 128-9, Matt Dawson 33, with Jason Whittaker 17-5=55-4 and Richard Wilkinson 17-2-68-3 bowling unchanged.

 Alderley passed that total without loss thanks to fine innings from Mark Currie (75) and Alan Day (42) which followed a nine wickets win at Nantwich the previous week when Currie was also unbeaten. 

 Next Saturday’s Alderley v Neston clash at Moss Lane takes on a special importance 

 Oxton were foiled of possible victory by rain at home to Toft, who posted 168-7, Nigel Muirhead 53, Pat Roberts 44.  Oxton had reached 107-2 from 25 of their 36 allotted overs (Chris Davies 46 not out, Simon Stokes 32) when the elements drove the players off. 

 There was no play due to rain in the Didsbury v Oulton Park and Hyde v Bowdon games, all taking seven points against the nine which would have been awarded in 2009. 

228 batting record for Neston Fours’ Tom Williams

A NEW League batting record was set up by Neston 4th XI’s Tom Williams when he scored an unbeaten 228 against Chester Boughton Hall 4th at Filkins Lane on May 22nd in a Saturday 3rd XI Division Two game. 

 Williams and opening partner Kurt Sturzy (94 not out) amassed 334-0 before the declaration came.  Chester were all out for 128 in reply and Neston won by 206 runs.

 Williams hit his first 50 in 3.5 overs, his century came up in nine overs and his 228 in 27.3 overs

 The previous highest score by any League batsman was 212 not out by Pat Ashling for Bowdon 2nd against Mobberley in 2008 and the best at 3rd XI level was 209 not out by Gavin Byrom for Upton 5th against Heaton Mersey the same season.  

 The only 1st XI double centuries have been posted by Samit Latif (Sale) with 203 against Mobberley in 2000 and Bowdon’s Jon Bean who scored 201 against Chester to set a Premier League record in 2001.

Harry Worley (nine sixes) 

keeps Grappenhall flying

ONLY three games were started in the First Division due to widespread rain, but one of them enabled leaders Grappenhall to beat second-placed Cheadle and take a 22 points lead.

 The Broad Lane game was reduced to 60 overs, but only 54 were needed so violent was the onslaught inflicted on the Cheadle bowlers by Grappenhall’s former Chelsea centre-half Harry Worley.  Coming in at 82-2, he blazed his way to an unbeaten 85 out of a further 100 runs scored, his 36-ball innings including nine sixes as Grappers coasted to an eight wickets win and 20 points, Rick Green 50 not out. This extended their remarkable sequence of winning every league and cup game in April and May. Newsletter has no record of this feat ever being equalled in any division.

Earlier, Cheadle had batted well to post 179-6 off 30 overs, Adam Wilde missing out on his third century of the season by one run.

 Cheadle Hulme moved up to fourth spot with an impressive 39 runs win against Macclesfield at Grove Park which was surprisingly fit for play when many grounds in the region were not. Umpires Paul Herring and David Moss were praised for enabling play to start after the loss of just 20 overs.   

 Cheadle Hulme collapsed to 50-8 before recovering with a ninth wicket partnership worth 55 between Paul Brogan (36) and Sam Leech before being bowled for 109.  Macclesfield fared even worse and reached only 70, Rob Porter 31, Brogan finishing a good day with 4-20, while Mike Taylor came on to clean up the tail with a return of 1-1-0-2. 

 The Bollington v Irby match was cut to 82 overs, Irby being put in to score 141, William Passas 50, C. McGinn 41 enjoying a 75 opening stand., while Aussie Aaron Hazlewood took 4-63 and Tom Cullen 4-26.  Hazlewood’s 54 was instrumental in Bolly going on to win by four wickets, Kevin Holsgrove 3-56.
