Division 2 provides 

the best moments  

ON a day when four of out six ECB Premier League games were drawn and all but one First Division fixtures ran to form, this week’s Newsletter spotlight falls on Division Two where there was some surprise results, high-scoring and quality finishes.

 Special plaudits to Mobberley who won their first game and rose off bottom place with a splendid effort at home to Stockport Georgians after being asked to top their visitors’ 236-7, Trevor Bailey 82, Mark Vincent 56. Mobberley produced the man for the moment in Nafees Din, whose unbeaten 123 helped his side home by seven wickets with five balls left.  

 Next in the honours list come Timperley, who had to top 286-6 and the day’s highest individual score – 156 by Peter Zybrands - to beat Bredbury St. Mark’s at Pennine Road. They did so with a handsome all-round performance by Andy Griffiths, who followed a 4-54 bowling stint with a rapid unbeaten 76 to earn his side to a 20 points haul with their last pair at the wicket.  Griffiths was helped by 66 from Paul Herring and 62 by Malcolm Wood.

 Then there was the two runs win for Congleton which blunted Sale’s promotion bid at Booth Street. Congleton declared on 203-7, Paul Nunn 67 not out, then dismissed Sale for 201 with three balls remaining when Matt Millward (58) was brilliantly run out by Kiwi Jerrym Lamb.  Home wicket-keeper Tom Blease distinguished himself with four catches.

 While newly-promoted Congleton go from strength to strength, 2009 Cheshire League champions Ashton on Mersey continue to struggle, their 21 runs defeat by Warrington at Walton Lea, their sixth in eight games sending them back to bottom spot.  James Hughes scored a typically fluent 116 in Warrington’s tally of 223-6, to which Ashton replied with 202, A.T. Roscow 54, Mike Moseley 52, while Steve Heydon claimed 6-54 off 22 overs to tilt it for the Walton Lea men.

 Birkenhead Park moved away from the danger zone with a seven wickets home win against Brooklands, dismissing their visitors for 126, Carl Ainsworth 4-42, then replying with 127-3, Ian Platt 39 and John Crofton 37, both not out.

 Marple, meanwhile moved into a 35 points lead at the top when they outplayed Tattenhall at Bowden Lane although the man of the match was on the losing side. Marple’s Aussie Brendan Couchi top-scored with 75 out of 231-6  (Craig Williamson 4-97), before Tatters responded with 175 all out. Opener John Hope carried his bat for a very fine100 against Jo Cash, who took 5-59 to help Marple bank 25 invaluable points.

Division 1: First defeat for Grappenhall

GRAPPENHALL lost their 100 per cent record in Division One with a below par performance at Irby, where the Mill Hill Road men trounced them by 51 runs.

 Irby totalled 201-9 (Dave Newman 42) then dismissed Grappers for 150, Mark Newman claiming 5-52 with a real match-winning effort despite a dogged innings of 39 from Steve Titchard last out for 39. 

 Cheadle improved their standing even though they only managed a winning draw against Cheadle Hulme at Kingsway.  Indian batsman Ashwin Punja’s poor start ended when his flashing blade earned him a fine 112 in Cheadle’s total of 265, Chris Maudsley 4-34, Damien Stringer 4-80.  ‘Hulme’s response reached 172-6 (after being 42-5), Richard Battye contributing 92, he and John Potts adding 100 for the seventh wicket.

 Macclesfield moved into second place with 24 points from a 17 runs home win against Heaton Mersey after recovering from 17-3 and 77-6 to declare on 186-9, Peter Barron 51 not out.  ‘Mersey were 85-3, then 146-6 (P. Narayanan 43), before collapsing to 169 all out against Tom Barron, 3-15 and Rob Porter, 3-25.

 Widnes collected maximum points from a five wickets win at Middlewich, who have tailed off after a good start. Skipper James Cornford top-scored with 57 to help his side post 189, Tom Evans 6-55, Widnes going on to win in a canter at 192-5, Tony Hurdley 77.

 Improving Poynton won by four wickets at Christleton chasing a modest tally of 175 (Iroshan de Silva 42).  Jamie Hutter hit an unbeaten 63 as Poynton clinched their third successive victory.by four wickets.

 Bollington controlled their game at Upton, but could not beat the dogged Wirral men after posting 224-1, with an opening stand worth 206 between Calum Rowe (109) and Rick Hough (94 not out).  Upton’s reply of 129-9 was held together by A. Cotter’s 63 against Tom Cullen 5-37.

TOFT CLIMB TO SECOND

TOFT rose to second place in the ECB Premier League after beating bottom club Bramhall by 90 runs at Booth Park to register their fourth win  

 Skipper Toby Drummond top-scored with 96 in a tally of 195, Bramhall ‘s Cheshire Over 50s spinner Andy Hayes claiming 6-48.  Toft’s Aussie leggie Jeremy Hart topped these figures with 16-5-46-6 to help dismiss Bramhall for 105 and bank 23 points.

 The only other premiership winners were Oxton, now fifth after a seven wickets victory in a run-chase at Urmston, who are without skipper Chris Watson for a month with a torn groin.  Craig Allison cracked 80 in Urmston’s decent 226-9, Andy Birley 4-76.  But this wasn’t enough to deter the young bloods of Oxton, who regularly field five teenagers and have no overseas player. They reached 227-3 with three overs to spare, Lee Dixon top-scoring with an unbeaten 82 which gives him 490 runs for the season. Left-hander Dixon well earns his call up by Cheshire for the current Minor Counties game at Oxford.  Dixon was helped by good knocks from Chris Davies, 52, Andy Gibson, 44 and Graham Cashin, 35.

 Neston strengthened their lead at the top of the table to 38 points with a winning draw (16 points to 10) on the ground of close challengers Alderley Edge.

 Neston posted an impressive 253-5 declared, the backbone of their total being a 103 third wicket partnership between skipper Jack Smith (94) and John McPherson (82), recently recovered from a serious rugby injury sustained while playing for Caldy.  

 Before he had reached double figures, Smith was involved in an unusual incident when he left his ground to prod at the pitch after a loud Alderley appeal for lbw (which was unsuccessful) off the last ball of an over. A fielder grabbed the ball and whipped off the bails before appealing for a run out.  Umpires Jon Hacking and David Moss conferred and invited Alderley skipper Jason Whittaker to withdraw his appeal, which he agreed to do.  

 Said umpire Hacking: “I had called not out but had not called over and the ball was still live, but Jack Smith had made no attempt to run, presumably believing I had called over and we considered that for him to be dismissed in this way was not within the Spirit of Cricket. We informed Alderley captain Jason Whittaker that if he sustained his appeal we would give the batsman out, but if he did not the batsmen could stay.  Jason sportingly decided not to uphold the appeal and the game continued. In the light of what followed, it was a critical decision, but we feel the Alderley captain should be commended”.

 Alderley Edge replied with 225-8, Richard Wilkinson scoring a rapid 82, after Alan Day (50) and Mark Currie (44) had put together a relatively modest 95 for the first wicket.  Neston’s best bowler was Chris Finegan who claimed 4-87 off 20 pacy overs.

 This was a highly competitive game, played in a good spirit between two useful teams certain to be challenging for the title together in three months’ time. A significant aspect was the high standard of wicket-keeping by Andy Worrall and his Neston counterpart Andy Roberts.

Oulton Park batsman return to form

 Oulton Park batsmen returned to form with a massive 280-9 against Chester Boughton Hall at Little Budworth, Cheshire duo Nathan Dumelow, 94 and Rick Moore, 66, leading the charge.  

 However, Park’s hopes of recording their first win since May 1st were thwarted by a fighting 108 from Chester’s Maroof Khan which helped his tail enders hold on for a draw.   Now 68 points behind Neston, the champions will have to go some if they are to retain their title.

 Lancashire Academy batsman Jordan Clark top-scored with 89 on his League debut as Bowdon posted their best total of the summer and secured winning draw at home to Didsbury to move away from the division’s bottom two places. Skipper Carl Hey contributed 62, John Gray 38 and James McDougall 36 in a declared tally of 250-6, N. Doyle 4-93. Didsbury struggled to 134-7 in response, P. Moors 40 as they found their way blocked by the steadiness of Cheshire left-arm paceman Adam Syddall, 4-27.

  After an ordinary spell, former New Zealand Test batsman Lou Vincent struck gold with a sparkling innings of 101 to help Nantwich post 269-7 against Hyde at Whitehouse Lane.  Hyde’s big guns failed and it was left to Danny Cranmer, 45, Danny Berry 34 not out and Daver Fitzsimmons 34 to salvage nine draw points in a reply of  161-7, Jamie Warrington taking 3-47.
